This is not intended to be a comprehensive list of all those books that contain useful information. There is a large number of books on dermatology, but most deal with clinical aspects, e.g. diagnosis and treatment. The following is a list of some of the books in our library that we have found useful (plus the one that we wrote ourselves!). We also have available a series of Technical Bulletins on a range of individual topics related to the skin and the working environment (see list on page 2).

Essentials of Occupational Skin Management, C.Packham, Limited Edition Press, ISBN 1-85988-045-2

This is arguably the first comprehensive work concentrating purely on prevention of occupational skin disease. Now out of print, but EnviroDerm Services still have a few copies available (see website or contact us direct). An updated version is due for publication during the first half of 2009.

Principles and Practice of Skin Toxicology, Robert P. Chilcott and Shirley Price (eds), Wiley (pubs.), ISBN 978-0-470-51172-5

This  collection of chapters by experts in their respective fields arose out of the one week module on skin toxicology that formed part of a course on practical toxicology held by the University of Surrey.

Skin, Hair and Nails – Structure and Function, Bo Forslind, Magnus Lindberg (eds.), Marcel Dekker (pubs.), ISBN 0-8247-4313-X

Currently probably the most up to date work on this topic. Not specifically relevant to the prevention of occupational skin disease, but useful should the reader need to know more about how the skin interacts with the environment.

Essentials of Industrial Dermatology, W.A.D.Griffiths and D.S.Wilkinson, Blackwell Scientific Publications, ISBN 0-632-00924-1

First published in 1985 and a bit dated, but still with useful information.

Dermatology, an illustrated colour text, David J. Gawkrodger, Churchill Livingstone, ISBN 0-443-04301-9

A basic introduction to dermatology and to skin diseases. Well illustrated and simple, clear explanations.

Hand Eczema, Torkil Menné, Howard I. Maibach (eds), CRC (pubs.), ISBN 0-8493-7355-7.

A comprehensive work on this particular aspect of skin disease. Written more for the clinician than the hygienist, but still useful for its detailed descriptions of the many different forms that this condition can take.

The Irritant Contact Dermstitis Syndrome, P.G.M. van der Valk, Howard I. Maibach (eds.), CRC Press, ISBN 0-8493-7354-9

A comprehensive work on the most common form of occupational skin disease.

Allergic Contact Dermatitis, Camilla K. Smith, Sharon A. M. Hotchkiss (eds.), Taylor and Francis (pubs.), ISBN 0-415-25047-1

A detailed introduction to allergic contact dermatitis for those who feel they need to know more about this complex phenomenon.

Surface and Dermal Monitoring for Toxic Exposures, Shirley A. Ness, Van Nostrand Reinhold, ISBN 0-442-01465-1

Probably still the most comprehensive work relevant to measuring for skin exposure, although published some time ago and does not include some of the more recent developments.

Protective Gloves for Occupational Use (second edition), Anders Boman, Tuula Estlander, Jan E. Wahlberg, Howard I. Maibach (eds.), CRC Press, ISBN 0-8493-1558-1

A comprehensive work on gloves, regulations governing their use, manufacturing processes, problems arising from their use and how to select and use them for chemical and biological protection.

Contact and Occupational Dermatology, James G. Marks Jr., Vincent A. DeLeo, Mosby (pubs.), ISBN 0-8151-6954-X

More for the dermatologist dealing with existing problems, but contains useful information on how occupational skin problems arise.

Handbook of Contact Dermatitis, Matthias Gebhardt, Peter Elsner, James G Marks Jr. (eds.), Martin Dunitz (pubs.), ISBN 1-85317-801-2

A Color Handbook of Occupational Dermatology, John S. C. English, Appleton & Lange, ISBN 0-8385-1074-4 

Dermatology – An Illustrated Colour Text, David J. Gawkrodger, Churchill Lvingstone, ISBN 0-443-04301-9

A simple, superbly illustrated, inexpensive introduction to dermatology by a leading dermatologist. Not specifically concerned with occupational skin problems.

Fisher’s Contact Dermatitis, Robert Rietschel, Joseph Fowler, Mcgraw-Hill, ISBN 1-500-93789, 6th edition.

First published in 1967 this substantial book is a comprehensive reference work for those concerned with allergic contact dermatitis, but has very little on the more common irritant contact dermatitis.
